finalice la construccién en el plazo de un afio, siendo entregado antes de la temporada alta de 2018.

Trasmediterranea, compafiia naviera del grupo Acciona, cuenta con una flota de 21 barcos entre buques de pasaje, carga y alta
velocidad. Con 5 terminales portuarias, mantienen 23 lineas maritimas regulares operando conexiones en Baleares, Canarias,

Ceuta, Melilla, Marruecos y Argelia. El pedido de este nuevo ferry coincide con la celebracion del centenario de la naviera.

Alfredo Cabellos ha contado con el apoyo de la asociada senior Laura Cadenas, y la asociada Alejandra Sainz, ambas del equipo
de “asset finance”, asi como con Luis Soto, socio del departamento de Fiscal de la firma en Madrid para el desarrollo de la

transaccion.

Alfredo ha comentado que: “Es un placer para nosotros haber participado en la transaccion de la mano de Trasmediterrdnea,
uno de los principales grupos navieros espafoles, y en un proyecto de ultima generacidon como el del buque de referencia.
Asimismo, la construccién supondra la reactivacion del astillero gallego Vulcano y una satisfaccion para el sector naval Espafiol
